Buttenberg Tunnel

The 1.5 km long twin-tube BUttenberg tunnel forms part of the
new motorway bypass of the city of Biel in Switzerland. It
provides increased traffic capacity, reduces travelling times on
the motorway and greatly reduces traffic and congestions
within the city of Biel.

The tunnels were built using a tunnel baring machine with an
earth pressure shield. A particularity and special technical
challenge was the fact that the tunnels cross a major railway
line, used by 300 trains per day, with a vertical distance of only
a few metres.
